INSTALLATION

The installation of Rhino Shield®
involves several crucial steps to
ensure the longevity and quality
of the coating.

THOROUGH INSPECTION:

The installation process begins with a comprehensive
examination of your property. This includes gathering critical
information about the type of substrate, any previous issues,
water damage, and identifying cracks that require attention.
The team also assesses the need for board replacements in
wood, fixes warped vinyl siding, and gauges the moisture
levels in the environment. This thorough inspection is the
foundation for a successful installation, aimed at avoiding any
complications during or after the process.

POWER WASHING & PREPARATION:

Before applying Rhino Shield®, the home is pressure washed
to remove dirt, debris, and any loose paint. If any repairs are
to be made, like replacing siding, it will be done in this process.
This includes sanding, scraping, or prior paint removal.

CAULKING & SEALING:

Rhino Shield® Dealers will use a high-grade Elastomeric caulk
to seal your window edges, cracks, and seams, creating a

water-resistant barrier to protect your home.

MASKING OFF:

All areas that shouldn't be coated are masked off, covered,
or temporarily removed (such as lighting fixtures, mailboxes,
drainpipes, utility boxes, etc.) Special attention is given to
your plants, lawns, decks, windows, and other areas prone
to overspray.

PRIMER APPLICATION:

Rhino Shield® offers a range of primers tailored to different
surfaces. Our APS primer is unique in that it bonds with the
substrate, which provides exceptional adhesion. Rhino Shield®
adhesion is tested by an independent third-party lab.

TOPCOAT APPLICATION:

The topcoat, which is around 16-18 mils thick, is applied
evenly. It dries to approximately 8-10 mils, providing a durable
protective layer.

TOUCH-UPS:

Careful attention is paid to avoid over-spraying or under-
spraying paint in certain areas, and any errors are corrected
during this stage.

CLEAN UP:

After the coating is applied, masking tape is removed,
and any debris is cleaned up to leave your property looking
pristine.

FINAL INSPECTION:

A final inspection is conducted with the homeowner to
ensure satisfaction and approval.
